38.html) was an estate originally called "Munchensies" and later called "Callops," and then  "Blue
Bridge House" and is located south of the Colne river on the road from Halstead to Coggeshall. The
author's reference for this was: Coggeshall, Robert Waldon, Ancestors and Kin, Spartanburg, SC:
Reprint Company, 1988, NEHGS. Web page author was unnamed.

His baptismal record gives his date of baptism and birth and the the parents were living
in Morar, Gwalior, Madhya Pradesh, India at that time, about four months after his birth. Morar was a
part of the city of Gwalior and was a British cantonment at that time.
